We’re expecting more than 13,000 compositions submitted by MYC students all over the world this year! How exciting to look forward to your child’s composition especially if this is the very first piece of his/her work! 





Below are some tips to help you and your child as you assist with creating your child’s very first masterpiece! Enjoy, inspire and experience the creativity of these young minds (

















Draw a picture or think of a theme ie. Thunderstorm, Halloween, dancing clowns...etc, ask how your child wants his/her music to sound like.


Decide which key signature fits your theme the most


Choose a time signature


Don’t forget your key signature or accidentals required in a minor key


Encourage your child to be creative with the motive


    - change a note or rhythm to spice up the music


How about jazzing up with some composing techniques? 


What about tempo & dynamics?


Is this piece calm or requires bouncy notes? Don’t forget your slurs, staccatos or phrases to indicate exactly how your song should be played!


Encourage your child to come up with a suitable title


Does your child’s song have at least 4 measures?


Lastly don’t forget  your child’s name as the proud composer
